ARCADA THEATRE ORGAN

IS unique
Theoriginal organ wasinstalled in 1927 by the Marr
& Colton Organ Company asa 2ml10 rank instru-
ment. The theatre thought the organ was not adequate
for their needs and commissioned the nearby GE-
NEVA Organ company to make some changes.
GENEVA added a SOLO TIBIA, OPEN DIAPASON
which extended down to a 16 Diaphone extension and
aPost Horn. In addition a ECHO Organ with 2
stringsand a Vox was also added and a new 3 manual
console was installed to control the larger instrument.
Thisbrought the organ to its' present 3m 16 rank
configuation. Crew chief Jim Shaffer keepsthe organ
humming and additional improvementsto the organ
to utilize a recent WurliTzer donation isin the plan-
ning stage.
